What is it  you seek? - a pastoral reflection 

   Experience relates to faith.  I felt I belonged when I ran cross country and track in high school.  

I felt I belonged when I ran track in high school.  I felt I belonged at church camps in junior high, 

senior high, and throughout adulthood.  I have tried to help others feel they belong, too. 

   I did not feel I belonged whené I did not meet my desire to fit othersô expectations of me.   

I was freed whené I was helped to remember how to belong:  do everything out of love.  Not to 

win.  Not to fit in.  To be a loved work-in-progress created by God.   

   So I approach Jesus.  My love and understanding of Jesus flows out of my experience of 

belonging.  Jesus makes belonging possible for anyone and everyone. 

   So I appreciate some of Martin Luther.  Much of what he discovered in scripture reminded the 

world that we do not decide who belongs; God does.  And God does this not out of judgment, but 

out of grace and mercy. 

   The ministry I share as pastor has been an attempt to reflect and share in that grace.  What is it 

I seek?  For example: 

All are welcome to communion regardless of age or understanding. 

All who want to belong are Churché regardless of race, age, ethnicity, intellect, income, 

language, denomination, partisan persuasion, sex, gender identityé and the list goes on. 

   In the movie Luther [PG-13 (MGM) 2003], the namesake is portrayed early on as seeking 

belonging, seeking a God that will not condemn to wrath a sinner who can never merit the 

forgiveness any of us needs, but seeking a God whose love is greater than our sin, whoôs son is 

above the first adam in and of us. 

@ 7:21 

Staupitz:  ñMartin, what is it you seek?ò   

Luther:   ñA merciful God.  A God whom I can love.  A God who loves me.ò 

@29:22 

Cardinal Cajetan:  ñWhat is it you seek Aleander?ò 

Aleander:  ñTo serve God.  To serve him will all my heart.ò 

Cajetan:  ñThen that is how you will be tempted.ò 

   I sought belonging when I was younger, as I do now; for myself, for others.  Like Aleander is 

warned in the movie Luther, it is also where I have fallen to temptation.  I did not speak up and 

out for others when they needed me to (which was also when I needed me to).  In repentance I 

try to do better.  I speak for those who are told they do not belong, and while the cause is 

right(eous), my means are not as well, not all the time, sinner that I am. 

   I seek welcoming others, letting them know they belong, in of all places - the Church, and not 

according to the vision of others, but according to the love of God.   

   ñHow you read the Bible is always linked to how you think people get saved.ò once wrote the 

Rev. Dr. Ed Schroeder.  Like Luther before me, like Augustine before him, like Paul before him, 

like Jesus I dare say - people are saved by grace through faith in Christ, and this is not our doing; 

it is a gift of God (Eph. 2).  That is how I think people get saved, therefore it is how I read the 

Bible, how I read Godôs Word to all people for our salvation.  We cannot achieve salvation 

(righteousness, belonging) of our own accord.  It is a gift of God. 

   I have pastored in communities of faith, and I have lived in communities of people, where 

some people think differently than I do about how people get saved.  Some people believe we are 

saved (righteous, belong) if we do the right things, if we are good enough, if we are the right kind 

of people.  Lutherans - I - simply believe we do those things because we are saved.  By grace.  

God is love.  The good news: what God does is more important than what you or I think.
