from the Pastor’s desk ~ 

 

Trinity Lutheran Church began talking together about the future of the ministry of our 

congregation September 2019.  Our congregation is among the latest of the growing 

number of congregations in this country to experience significant decline.  Evidence is 

easy to find:   

 “In U.S., decline of Christianity continues at rapid pace” at Pewforum.org from 

October 17, 2019. 

 “Denominations struggle to decide when a church is too small to survive” at 

Ajc.com from October 29, 2019. 

 “Exodus: Why Americans are leaving religion – and why they’re unlikely to come 

back.” at prri.org from September 22, 2016. 

 

It was in 2013 that I first asked Trinity’s Council if we should invite area ELCA congregations 

to gather to consider developing a geographical parish.  When we hosted 13 

congregations on October 1 that year, it wasn’t because we all wanted to; it was 

because many knew that we needed each other.   

 

In our surveys and in our conversation September 15, a fair amount of attention was given 

to those who left this congregation, and the misconception that the solution to our 

problem is to convince them to come back.  Some who left may be unchurched, and 

some have sought out other churches.  All chose to leave.  That being said, you are more 

than welcome to reach out to those who left (just don’t try to encourage someone to 

leave another church). 

 

Our conversation on September 15 allowed people the opportunity to share their feelings, 

to make observations about what brought us to TLC, and our need to reach out to others.  

The evangelism workshop that Kay Hammer and I (along with about 60 others from the 

area) shared in on September 14 would have been beneficial for all of us to attend.  

Though that chance is past, the opportunity to learn about ways we can individually and 

as a people share hospitality with others is still available.  The Invitational Christian by Dave 

Daubert (day8strategies.com) is an eight-chapter book with built in discussion guides for 

each (about 10 page) chapter.   

It would be a blessing to TLC, and a blessing through TLC, if all of us were to use The 

Invitational Christian as a TLC book study.  We could share together in this faith journey; 

Council, Women of the ELCA, Sunday School families, small groups of TLC friends… and 

we could build on the culture that some have expressed discovering or coveting at TLC:  

welcoming those who are unchurched.    

 

Trinity’s identity is not who we were at some ‘better’ time.  Trinity is who we are now, and 

our future should rise out of Who’s we are, where we are now, and what lies ahead for 

Christ’s sake.
